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Type I: IgE Drug-hapten reacts with IgE Anaphylaxis
Anaphylatic reaction antibody on the surface of mast
cells and basophils, resulting in the
release of mediators.
Type Il: IgG Hapten-cell reaction: Drug interacts Hemolytic anemia
Cytotoxic reaction with cell surfaces, production of
antibody.
IgM Immune complex reaction: Drug Granulocytopenia
reacts with antibody in circulation,
binds to cell, resulting in injury.
- Autoimmune reaction: Drug Thrombocytopenia
induces autoantibody production
against red blood cells.
